See Daniel 9:1, 2, 24-27 

Two examples of the “gap” of time between the 69th and 70th week separated only by a , 
and ; ( in the J.N.D. bible). 

Isaiah 61:2 “the acceptable year of the Lord, ///and the day of vengeance of our God”. 
Note in Luke 4:20 the Lord rolled up the book after “to preach the acceptable year of the 
Lord” and began to say ,To-day this scripture is fulfilled in your ears. “The day of 
vengeance of our God” would introduce the 70th week. 

Daniel 9:26 “ shall destroy the city and the sanctuary:/// and the end thereof”. The people 
of the prince could be Titus who destroyed  the temple in AD 70 then possibly the end 
going on to the time when the beast makes a covenant with Israel. 

Questions about Dan.9:26 “and the end thereof shall be with a flood and unto the end of 
the war desolations are determined”. 

* Is this gentile history of wars after A.D. 70, the destruction of Jerusalem ? OR 

* The early part of the tribulation in Rev. 6,7 seals 4 horses etc.? (see Matt.24:6-8). 

An interesting change  is seen in Dan.11:21-35 first involving Antiochus Epiphanes then 
in v 36 it switches to the beast of Rev.13:1-10. 

Some of the O.T. scriptures that indicate divisions of time , and dual references are as 
follows: Gen.49:10-12, 2 Sam.7:13-16, Ps.2:7,8, Acts13:33, Heb.1:5, 5:5, Ps.22:1-31, 
34:14,16. Is.9:1-7, 11:1,2, 52:13, 59:21, Is.61: middle of v 2, Dan.9:26 middle of v 26, 
11:26, Mic.5:2-15, Zeph.2:13, 3:20, Zech. 9:9,10, Mal.3:13, 4:5,6, Joel 2:28-Acts 2:17.
